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Kurds (YPG and allies)

— A number of Russian troops and vehicles have entered the area of the Afnn Cantcn contrcl\ed by fighters of the Kurdish People’s Protection Units (YPG). Pro-Kurdish media activists speculate that the Russian military is going to set up a military
base or even a “joint military base” in the YPG-held area near the border with Turkey. According to more neutral sources, Russian military servicemen are setting up two posts near the border in order to monitor possible clashes between Kurdish militias
and the Turkish military. Last Friday U.S. forces have begun patrolling part of the Turkey-Syria border around Dirbesiye, after the recent Turkish airstrikes in the area killed fighters closely allied to the United States. (29 - 30 April)

02 - Clashes between the FSA and the YPG/SDF are reported on the axis of Azaz -Maranaz, north of Aleppo, FSA is also targeting with mortar shells YPG in the town of Menagh and its military base. (01 - 04 May) Controlled by Turkish-backed

— In western Mosul city the clash continued in Old City district where Iraqi forces continue to slowly advance and Da’esh defence line is collapsing. In al Hadar district Iraq joint operation announced to have completely captured the villages of Bootha operation Euphrates Shield's forces
Musherifa, Twoymen and Um Shatan. The Da'esh terrorists once again used chemical weapons against Iragi troops and civilians, dropping mustard gas bombs on the al-Saura quarter, in the south-western part of Mosul. It is the eighth attack in which the
terrorists have used chemical weapons. It was launched at a time when Iragi government forces entered the district to rescue civilians. Relevant reports said on Sunday that the Iraqgi security forces arrested a group of terrorists who were planning an

attack with chemical weapons. (28 April - 04 May) Main events

04 — Fighting between Jaish al-Islam (the biggest rebel group and dominant faction in eastern Ghouta) and the Front for Liberating the Levant (previously known as the al-Qaida-linked Nusra Front), erupted last Friday when Jaish al-Islam attacked
positions of rival group. Relevant reports added that Jeish al-Islam engaged also in fierce clashes with HTS and seized their main positions in the towns of Arbin and al-Ash‘ari region, including their main command post and administrative centres. Since
the beginning of the militant’s infighting, almost 150 people were killed. In this complex scenario, Syrian Army made significant progress in order to separate Qaboun district from Tishreen district, being only 300 meters from the Regime Command of the
Special Forces. If they will capture the remaining buildings between the electric station and the Command, it will completely separate the 2 districts. (28 April - 04 May)

Clashes on-going

An Najaf

— In the Syrian Desert, Maghawir Al-Thawra (former New Syrian Army), a Syrian rebel group backed by Jordan and U.S, have captured several places from Da’esh, including Humaymah village and reaching the T2 pumping station. (01 - 04 May) Iraqi forces / Syrian regime offensive
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06 — The US-backed Syrian Democratic Forces is close to capturing the whole area of the town of Tabgah from Da’esh after more than 40 days of clash. Nonetheless, the terrorists are still in control of two heavily urbanized areas north of the city,
Hurriyah and Wahadah as well as the industrial area near Wahadah. On Wednesday SDF Commander Rojda Felat said that 95% of Tabqa city is under the control of their forces. Even if the last three districts have been captured, clashes broke out again

due to Da'esh militants dressed up as civilians. (27 April - 04 May) oo @ Kurds: YPG, PKK, SDF, Peshmerga
07 — Government forces had not been able to break militant defences near the town of Al-Lataminah in the past days, the frontline is stabilized. However since last Friday Al-Lataminah is under intensive shelling from Syria air force. (27 April - 04 May) : Iraq forces action
08 — The Syrian Arab Amy (SAA) and NDF backed up by Russian warplanes launched a new military operation against Da'esh in the eastern Homs countryside. Government forces advanced from two directions: from Al-Farqals, they captured the controlled @ Repels (JFS’ FSA’ moderate rebels)
villages of Jibab Hamad and Tadmuria, while from Umm Al-Sarj, Government troops captured several hills and Tell Al-Alam, which overlooks Da’esh-held Umm Sarj in Jabal Al Shumariya Mountain. (29 April - 03 May) populated action

09 — Da’esh has taken control of several positions near the silos to the east of Palmyra, after an attack against the Syrian army. Eleven Syrian Government forces were killed and one tank was destroyed by Da'esh after a failed Government attempt to Turkish-backed operation
advance towards Tulayla reserve south of Palmyra. (02 May) ‘\\ Euphrates Shield's forces action
10 — At least 32 people were killed on Tuesday in an attack led by Da’esh militants near the Rujm Salibi refugee camp on the Syrian side of the border with Iraq, a monitor said. At least five suicide attackers blew themselves up outside and inside the b 57.17
camp for Iraqi refugees and displaced Syrians. Another attack was repelled by SDF in Ash-Shadadi, where the suicide bombers managed to sneak into the city and attacked positions of the SDF and the U.S. Special Forces in the districts of Masakin al- 0 50 100 Km
Ghar and Al-Mitin. (02 - 03 May)

11 — Eleven soldiers killed and 13 injured in a Da’esh attack on a company belonging to the 1st division of Iraqi army in Al-Sagar, east of Ar Rutbah. (03 May)
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
